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The R&D activities, carried out mainly by the parent company Fidia S.p.A., have always been one of the strengths of 
the Group and received substantial investments over the years. A team of approx. 34 people supported by specialized 
consultants is currently dedicated to R&D activities.

The R&D activities are carried out mainly by in-house resources and a substantial part of the expenses incurred consisted 
of costs for personnel (about 2 million in the FY 2015). All costs incurred are posted directly to the income statement.

R&D allows the Group to pursue the goal of constantly adapting its products to customer needs and to be always at 
the forefront thanks to technological innovation in its commodity sector.

Research covers both lines of business of the Group.

The costs incurred by the Group in 2015 amounted to approx. 2,7 million (about 4,5% of revenues).
